Exhibiting in Department N of the MontanaFair is an 
educational event for 4-H members enrolled in 
Home Economics Projects, General Projects, 
Agriculture Projects and Livestock Projects not 
requiring the exhibition of an animal. 
 
Exhibits are judged in an interview process 
whereby the member is judged not just on the end 
product of the project, but on the learning that took 
place. Judging is done under the Danish system: 
that is, instead of placing only one exhibit in First, 
Second, and Third Class, more than one exhibit 
may be placed in each Class. 4-Her‘s do not 
compete with one another for ribbons (except in the 
awarding of Special Premiums listed at the back of 
this section). Each 4-Her is judged on his or her 
own merit according to individual ability, age and 
years in the project. 
 
4-H is the Youth Education branch of the Montana 
State University Extension Service. 4-H is available 
to all youth ages 9 – 19 regardless of race, creed, 
color, handicap, sex or national origin. The 
Cloverbud member program is available to children 
6 – 8 years of age. To join 4-H in Yellowstone 
County, call the County Extension Office at 256-
2828. 
 
PURPOSE AND OBJECTIVES: 

 
1. Learn skills and knowledge in a project by 
participating in an evaluation process with a judge 
having expertise in the project area. 
 
2. Build self-confidence by participating in a one-
on-one interview with a judge and sharing what and 
how a project is learned. 
 
3. Learn better methods of obtaining desired 
quality of exhibits through a judge‘s explanation and 
exchange of ideas. 
 
4. Develop good habits of sportsmanship. 
 
5. Develop teamwork by working with and helping 
others both (a) in sharing in responsibilities of 
coordinating Fair and (b) by participating in Fair. 
 
6. Share with the public an idea of what 4-H 
involves through displaying exhibits, club booths 
and activities.

GENERAL RULES AND REGULATIONS 
 
RULES: 

1. A 4-H Club: The term ―4-H Club‖ used in this 
exhibit book of the MontanaFair refers to those 
clubs organized, directed and approved by the 
Montana State University Extension Service. The 
term ―4-H Youth‖ refers to youth enrolled in 
traditional and non-traditional programs directed 
and approved by the Yellowstone County Extension 
Service. 
 
2. ELIGIBILITY TO EXHIBIT AND BE JUDGED: 

Members, regardless of race, creed, color, 
handicap, sex or national origin, of a 4-H Club 
residing in Montana and Northern Wyoming are 
eligible to exhibit in this department. 
 
Members must be enrolled in the project to enter, 
except in Division 1–Hospitality; Division 2– 
Communications Contests; Division 3–Performing 
Arts; Division 5–Foods Festival/Edible Arts; Division 
6–Table Setting; Division 19–Citizenship, Etc.; 
Division 20–Class Judging; Division 28–Crafts and 
Hobbies; Division 36–Open Division Foods; 
Division 38–4-H Promotion; Division 49–Open 
Division Needlework; Division 59–Open Division 
Shooting Sports; Division 97–Junior Coordinator. 
Any enrolled 4-H member may enter in these 
Divisions.  Entries in these divisions are not 
eligible for Best of Class. 

 
3. AGE DIVISION: 

Junior Division – Member is not 14 years of age by 
October 1, of the current 4-H year. 
Senior Division – Member is 14 years old but not 
older than 19 by October 1, of the current 4-H year. 
Cloverbud Member – Member is 6-8 years old. 

 
4. During the scheduled judging time for a club, an 
adult from the club must be assigned as the club 
volunteer. This adult must be available to help 
Department N clerks wherever needed. (i.e. – 

collecting forms, registering members, help at 
stations, help the judges, etc.) Parents cannot be 
present inside while their child is being judged. The 
name of the person from your club who will be 
helping on Interview Judging Day during your club‘s 
scheduled time, should be turned into the Extension 
Office by the entry deadline. A list of the jobs will be 
published in the newsletter. If a club does not have 
someone help on Interview Judging Day, the 
members in the club may lose their premium 
money. Helpers sign in at the judges‘ registration 
table on Interview Judging Day. 
 
5. ENTRY FORMS: PLEASE ENTER YOUR 

NAME, ADDRESS, TELEPHONE NUMBER, 
BIRTH DATE, AND YOUR SIGNATURE ON ALL 
ENTRY FORMS. 
 
ENTRY BLANK DEADLINE: Friday, July 1, 2011, 

5:00 p.m. (at the Yellowstone County Extension 
Service, P.O Box 35021, Yellowstone County 
Courthouse, Room 106, Billings, Montana 59107). 
Entries received by this deadline will not incur a late 
charge. 
 

Entries received after 5:00 p.m. on July 1, 2011 and 
before 5:00 p.m. on July 8, 2011 will incur a $40 per 
exhibitor late fee. No late entries will be accepted 
without payment. Entries submitted after 5:00 p.m. 
on July 8, 2011 will not be accepted. 
NO EXCEPTIONS!!! 
 

All out of county entries, other than Yellowstone 
County, MUST BE APPROVED by the County 
Extension Agent in your county.  In counties 

without an agent, the club leader must approve and 
sign the 4-H members‘ entry form. 
ONLY ONE EXHIBIT PER CLASS NUMBER. 
 
Entry forms and Absentee Judging forms are 
available at the Extension Office or online at 
www.co.yellowstone.mt.gov/extension/county4
h/fair.asp. 
 
6. ABSENTEE JUDGING FORM: Members 
unable to be present at the MontanaFair must 

complete an Absentee Interview Judging form. Only 
1 entry form per project. Entry fees are not required 
in this department. Members unable to be present 
shall arrange to have exhibits shown by another 4-
H member. This person must present exhibits to the 
judges as you would if you were there. 
 
7. JUDGING: All exhibits in Divisions 9–71 

inclusive will be judged as the members present the 
units to judges by a prearranged schedule. 
Exception includes: Division 20, Class Judging; 
Division 22 Club Educational Exhibit; and Division 
23 Club Project Exhibits. 
 
4-H Clubs are scheduled for judging either for 
the morning or evening session. If you come at 
a time different than your scheduled time, you 
will wait until the scheduled clubs are through

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being judged – unless special arrangements 
have been made prior to the week of Interview 
Judging with the Extension Agent and/or Dept. 
N Superintendent. Members with 25 or more 
exhibits (excluding non-judged Divisions) must 
come at the scheduled morning session and 
remain until judging is completed. 

 
The following dress code will apply to Interview 
Judging Day and working in the Ice Cream Booth – 
the following clothing is not acceptable – exposed 
midriffs, spaghetti straps, parched, un-hemmed or 
holey jeans or cutoffs, clothing with graphic pictures 
and offensive and tasteless language. Members will 
be asked to leave and change their clothes. 
 
8. PAYMENT OF PREMIUMS: Premium checks 

will be sent to individual exhibitors. 
 
IF PREMIUM CHECKS ARE NOT CASHED BY 
NOVEMBER 30 OF THE CURRENT YEAR, THEY 
WILL BE VOID. If there are errors in the 
premium check, you must notify the Extension 
Office by November 15. 
 
9. RESPONSIBILITY FOR EXHIBITS AND 
MATERIALS: Neither the MontanaFair 

Management nor anyone associated with the 
MontanaFair Management will be held responsible 
for the loss of, damage to, or safe return of any 
article exhibited at the MontanaFair either during 
the progress of the Fair or while it is en route to or 
from the MontanaFair.  Due care and caution will be 
exercised to prevent any loss or damage. 
 
10. Exhibit Check Out:  All exhibits must remain 
on display until Check Out Day, Saturday August 

20, 2011 from 6:00 p.m. to 9:00 p.m. except in the 
case of an emergency and prior arrangements have 
been made. All returnable exhibits remaining after 
Check Out Day will be left in the department. These 
exhibits may forfeit premium money. 

 
11. Educational Displays/Posters: Educational 

displays should not be limited solely to posters. 
 
Posters – All posters and educational displays 
should be on the level of the project.  The size of 
the posters depends on the amount of information 
you want on your poster. Posters may be full size 
(22‖ x 28‖) half size (14‖ x 22‖) or tri-fold (i.e. - 
Science Fair Boards). Posters should be readable 
from a distance of 20 feet. The best visual color is 
yellow with black lettering. You may choose any 
color. A poster making booklet is available from the 
Extension Office. Posters must be labeled on the 
back with name, address, club and class number. 
 
12. THERE WILL BE A LIMIT OF FOUR 
SCRATCHES ON ENTRIES. MORE THAN FOUR 
SCRATCHES PER ENTRANT COULD RESULT 
IN A FORFEITURE OF PREMIUM MONEY. 
ENTRIES WITH MORE THAN FOUR 

SCRATCHES MAY NOT COMPETE FOR 
AWARDS. 

13. Exhibitors‘ failure to comply with rules will be 
cause to forfeit their premium checks. 
 
14. Independent Study:  Anyone enrolled in 

Independent Study should enter Division 42 for all 
projects in that area. 
 
15. Club booths must display all items entered in 
the fair by their club members with the exception of 
items on display somewhere else in the 
department. Exhibitors must leave their projects in 
the department for exhibition. Guns and other 
valuable items may be taken home with approval 
from the Extension Agent and/or Dept. N 
Superintendent, but other items must stay and be 
exhibited. If you will need your project notebook 
during fair for Department A, you must check it out 
through the Department N Superintendent or the 
Extension Agent. It must be checked out prior to 
Club Booth set-up. 
 
16. A project notebook should include the project 
book and other items (research, plans, stories, 
photos, record books, etc.) If the project book has 
activities, at least seven must be completed this 
year, otherwise at least three goals must be 
identified. Project Books alone are not an exhibit 
and will be disqualified. 
 
17. Buy a Piece of 4-H!! Everyone who is 
nominated for Best of Class and wants to sell the 
item can place the item in the 4-H for sale section 
at the fair.  If a member wants to sell an item, 
he/she must come to the department on Thursday, 
August 11

th
 at 10:00 a.m. to set up the area. If you 

are not there at 10:00 a.m. you may not participate. 
Members must price their item to be sold during the 
week. The fair clerks will keep track of the items as 
they sell. Each 4-H member can sell two items.  If 
you sell a food item, you need to furnish the buyer 
with a fresh item. Items will be picked up by the 
purchaser on Saturday, August 20

th
 between 6:00 

p.m. and 9:00 p.m. or delivered by the 4-H member. 
If a member is selling only a food item, they may 
sell the item twice. All other items can be sold only 
once.  Table settings may be sold. Thank you cards 
must be sent to each buyer within a week following 
the fair.

SPECIAL RULES: 

1. The goal of the Hospitality division is to entice 
fairgoers into Dept. with the smell of popcorn, fresh 
cooked cookies, & trail mix. It also provides an 
opportunity for our members to serve the public. 
 
2. This division allows 4-H members an 
opportunity to interact with and serve the public 
during fair. You are able to make microwave 
popcorn, cookies (bought from store and/or Dept N 
will provide), and trail mix. The only food item 
provided by Dept. N is cookies. FOOD SAFETY IS 
#1 PRIORITY. That is why limited items are 
allowed. 
 
3. An oven, pot holders, cookie sheets, 
microwave, utensils, gloves, aprons, and coffee 
filters (to serve trail mix and popcorn) are provided. 
 
4. There is not a place to clean dishes. Please 
clean up mess immediately after preparation is 
done. 
 
5. Participants do not need to be in a foods 
project. Members of any age can participate. 
Cloverbuds receive a participation ribbon. 
 
6. A schedule will be posted on Interview Judging 
Day for members to sign up for a time to 
participate. 
 
7. Members need to make enough food to serve 
approximately 20 people. The food will be offered to 
people visiting the 4-H department. 
 
8. Members must stay to serve the public for ½ 
hour and must dress appropriately to represent 4-H. 

 
9. Members are required to clean up the area 
when finished or premium money may be forfeited.

3. Baked and Daily Foods displays will be set up at 
1:00 p.m. Wednesday, August 17.  Displays will 
remain for viewing and may be taken down at 3:30 
p.m. Award Ceremony takes place at 5:30 p.m. 
 
4. Edible Arts displays will be set up at 1:00 p.m., 
Wednesday, August 17. ―People‘s Choice‖ voting 
for Edible Arts will begin at 1:30 p.m.  Displays will 
remain for viewing and may be taken down at 3:30 
p.m., at which time awards will be presented. 
Awards will be given at 5:30 p.m. 
 
5. Special diet displays may include foods for 
diabetics, low fat foods, foods for lowering 
cholesterol, etc. 
 
6. The Stir-Ups event emphasizes individuality in 
selection of food choices.  Member will select a 
recipe of his or her choice of a main dish, 
consistent with the guidelines set up for the state 
event (available at the Extension Office). With this, 
he/she will provide a notebook with explanation of 
his/her dinner along with the nutrition of his/her 
selected dinner and how it affects them.
